COMMITTEE REPORTS
Retreat:   Mike Anuszkiewicz reported on the August retreat.  A total of 68 attended with 30 coming from our parish.  The results of the evaluation were distributed to members and indicated overall satisfaction with all aspects of the retreat, particularly the participation of Bishop Paul as retreat leader.  Mike also distributed a financial summary which showed a profit of $350.89.  This was a result of the Parish covering the stipend for the Bishop, profit from the wine raffle and the $5.00 surcharge on the retreat cost.  Mike discussed the possibility of the HNS funding a “scholarship” program for future retreats by putting this money aside and conducting a fund raiser.  He suggested a raffle of a retreat weekend with the winner receiving a free weekend and possibly a second prize of a free Saturday only.  After discussion Tom made a motion that HNS adopt this idea, seconded by Mark Ewanow, and the motion was approved.  Details will be worked out by Mike, Tom, Gene Sydor and Mary Ann S.  Decisions on who to award these monies would look at written requests and be determined by money available and number seeking assistance.  Mike, the pastor, and the HNS president would be involved in awarding scholarships.
Sick and Vigil:  George Schmidt reported that he sent a card to Jack Keubel and Stephen Sawczuk over the summer.  
Membership:  Tom welcomed new members Andrew and Stephen to the meeting.  Mark and Paul were unable to attend due to prior commitments.
ACTIVITIES  AND  PROJECTS   
Picnic:  Approximately 50 people attended this year’s picnic, about the same as last year.  The weather was great and everyone enjoyed this gathering.  Tables and chairs were also set up in the shade near the fence since the sun was really shining for us!

Spaghetti Dinner:  The next date is November 7th.  Mark indicated we are in good shape with supplies.  Help will be needed on Saturday at 9:00 AM to prep and on Sunday.  Also, remember to bring baked goods to sell.
OLD BUSINESS
Steve Wisnowski suggested a fund raising idea.  “Sticky Lips BBQ” will prepare chicken dinners, set up to distribute and tear down afterwards.  HNS would do sales and advertising and distribution of dinners.  The thought is that with permission the front loop could be utilized for distribution.  Typical charge is $11.00 per dinner.  Webster K of C sold 500 meals and made $2000 profit.  The time required for distribution would be about 4 hours.  Members are encouraged to consider other options for fund raising and this topic will continue to be pursued at future meetings.
